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1 Introduction

The main objective of the Grampanchayat level report was to identify the households in the villages
which require interventions and suggest the interventions. Following parameters were considered for
suggesting interventions.

1) Agriculture and irrigation

2) Household infrastructure

3) Mother and child health

4) Education

5) Livelihood and financial inclusion

6) Percolation of Government schemes and use of e-services

The present report provides methodology adopted for the survey of households, the analysis of the
data, major findings and interventions for the Grampanchayat of Bedhona in the block of Aarvi.

2 Methodology

Sample size of households: Bedhona Grampanchayat is a group Grampanchayat with two villages;
Bedhona, Ambazari. At the time of survey there were 187 households found. All the 187 households
were visited. Out of them 29 households were either closed or refused to give data. As such the data of
158 households was collected. Table 1 provides the data regarding number of households as per Census
2011 of Bedhona, Ambazari, the number of households obtained from Grampanchayat and the number
of households from which the data was collected.

5 Major Findings

1. Out of 586 persons surveyed, males are 305 and
females are 281. 600

2. Majority of the population (59 %) is in the 500 -
working age. Majority of the population is in the
category of Other Backward Class (OBC) followed 200

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Household infrastructure

1. Above 90 % of Households have electricity and have own house.

2. Majority of households (around 59 %) use firewood.

3. Majority of households use hand pump as main source of drinking water. This is followed by tap
water.

4. Majority of households (71.5 %) have individual toilets. Almost all the households, barring 4
households use the individual toilet. There are still 42 households going for open defecation.

5. Around half of the households have no facility for waste water outlet. Among them majority are
un-aware of Shoshkhadda and its scheme.

6. More than 70 % of the households throw the garbage at open space.

5. Allthe 29 children in 0-6 age group have their births registered.

6. There are two households with malnourished children. Out of them children in one household

receive special supplementary food from Aanganwadi.
7. Out of 7 children in the age group 1 to 2 years, only one child has none of the vaccination.

In general awareness about Government
schemes such as Indira Gandhi Pension
Yojana, Gahrkul Yojana, Students’ Monthly

In addition some specific interventions are mentioned below.

The area of concern is livelihood. Skill development programme to be implemented for the
persons in the age group 18-45 (Annexure 26). As there is highway near the villages, the
vocational education of hoteling and vehicle repairing to be provided to youths.

Making provision for house for 11 households staying on encroached land

A campaign for use of toilets, Shoshkhdda for waste water and solid waste management to be
organized with the help of school children

The water conservation works to be implemented by taking collaboration of the concerned
household, as many of them are unaware of such work

Farmers to be motivated to form an FPO and train them

DRDA to visit the households in which no female is member of households and develop
awareness about SHGs, also activating the formed SHGs

Forming SHGs of male members through ATMA

Hoardings and posters in villages and Grampanchayat mentioning Government schemes to
displayed, an unemployed youth to be trained as an animator for dissemination of schemes.
He/she should also demonstrate use of e-services. He/she can be given a small honorarium by
the Grampanchayat and equipped with tablet with internet

A massive anti-addiction campaign to be organized
