NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. TRN. 0317/ C.R. 18/ CPTP.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules
further to amend the Maharashtra Civil Services [ Fixation of seniority of the candidates recruited directly
by selection for the posts of Group “A” and Group “B” (Gazetted) through State Civil Service Examination
conducted by the Maharashtra Public Service Commission and undergoing Combined Probationary Training
Programme] Rules, 2015, namely :(—

1. Short title, commencement and application.— (1) These rules may be called as the Maharashtra
Civil Services [ Fixation of seniority of the candidates recruited directly by selection for the posts of Group
“A” and Group “B” (Gazetted) through State Civil Service Examination conducted by the Maharashtra
Public Service Commission and undergoing Combined Probationary Training Programme ] Ammendment
Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force with effect from 1st August 2017 i.e. the date on which the 4th Batch of
Combined Probationary Training Programme (CPTP-4) is started.

2. Inrule 4 of the Maharashtra Civil Services [Fixation of seniority of the candidates recruited directly
by selection for the posts of Group “A” and “B” (Gazetted) through State Civil Service Examination conducted
by the Maharashtra Public Service Commission and undergoing Combined Probationary Training
Programme ] Rules, 2015, in sub-rule (1), the proviso after Clause b is omitted and following proviso shall
be added namely :—

“Provided that the seniority of the candidates selected for the post of Deputy Superintendent of
Police or the Assistant Commissioner of Police Group “A” cadre of the Home Department mentioned in
the Annexe shall be fixed on the basis of cumulative total of :—

(i) The marks obtained by the candidates in the State Civil Service Examination (Main) and the
interview conducted by the Maharashtra Public Service Commission; and

(i) The marks obtained by the candidates in their assessment in the training programme
conducted at YASHADA, Pune and Maharashtra Police Academy, Nashik after converting these
marks into the ratio of 900 marks.

Explanation.—For converting the marks into ratio of 900 marks, the marks obtained by the candidates
in their assessment for 100 marks during training at YASHADA, Pune and assessment for 2100 marks
during training at Maharashtra Police Academy i.e. total marks 2200 will be converted into 900 marks :

Provided further that, if the cumulative total of marks obtained by more than one candidate of the
same cadre, is equal, then their inter-se seniority shall be fixed on the basis of their dates of birth and the
person senior in age shall be considered as senior for the purpose of determining the seniority.
