As academic faculty (Professors to Research Assistants) with training responsibilities, it is
necessary that one is able to conduct training, teaching, program coordination and research
activities. It is also essential that academic faculty ensure that they continue to keep themselves
informed, are keen to continually gain new knowledge in their subjects and disseminate their
writing and research results through publications in acclaimed journals and periodicals at the
State, National and International levels.

Thus as decided in the Faculty Meeting, Faculty should annually publish at least one paper/
article in the in-house journals at YASHADA — Ashwattha and Yashmanthan. The publications
would be included and recorded in the Annual Confidential Reports and will help in their annual
performance appraisal.

Faculty should also submit their publications for State, National and International journals and
periodicals. These publications can also be included in the Annual Confidential Reports.

As a Registered Society and Public Trust, the Yashwantrao Chavan Academy of Development
Administration is required to ensure completion of certain statutory actions within a specified
deadline. One such statutory action is the completion of the Academy’s Annual Report that
would include academic, administrative and accounts reports. It is therefore essential that the
Academy’s Annual Report is completed and presented to its supervisory authorities such as the
Executive Committee and the Board of Governors within the deadline.

All HoDs including academic OICs, Hostel Manager (DAC and MDC), Director MDC,
Administration (Registrar), Accounts (Financial Advisor and Accounts Officer) and specific
officers such as Public Relation Officer and Campus Manager submit their annual reports within
10 days of the closure of the academic year i.e. by 10™ April of each year.

The Board of Governors has specified and instructed from time to time that the annual reports
should also contain factual, informative, pictorial and graphical reporting of the activities
conducted during March to April.

To ensure that there is adequate information along with pictorial images, it would be very helpful
if all departments submit regular news items and photographs in YASHADA News and
YASHADA VARTA on a regular basis. This would help the departments to compile their
information and present it in a pictorial manner.

The finalization and submission of annual reports would need to be ensured during 10" to 25"
April each year. Successful submission would be included and recorded in the Annual
Confidential Reports of the HoDs/ OICs/ Officers and will help in their annual performance
appraisal.
